The Les Bleus Assistant Coach will report to the Les Bleus Head Coach and the Performance
Director and will be responsible for supporting the Les Bleus Head Coach in their duties,
including selecting and training the Open National Squad, and collaborating with the
Performance Director, Les Bleus Head Coach, and Junior National Squad Coaching Staff to lead
on developing the French way of play, aligned with the values and objectives of Netball France.

Les Bleus will be training with the goal of competing in the Europe Netball Open Challenge 2025
& 2026 events, as well as NF Hosted Mixed events each season. Additional competitions may be
considered subject to strategic fit and budget.

key duties

e Support the end-to-end selection process for the National Squad and individual
competitions,

o Including supporting the Head Coach’s provision of appropriate feedback for all
athletes regardless of selection status.

o Support the Performance Analyst in compiling detailed performance analysis by
reviewing athlete Hudl clips and inputting with the Performance Analysis
sessions.

e Development of individual athletes within the National Squad Program training
environment

o Support the Head Coach in providing 1-2-Ts, feedback and analysis when
required for all athletes, providing feedback on areas of strength and where to
improve.

e Collaborate with fellow coaching staff and athletes to ensure processes and
modifications are in place for athletes relating to training schedules, loading, injuries
and rehabilitation, and well-being

e Support the Les Bleus Head Coach to plan and deliver training camps and at home
programs (ball work, shooting, strength & conditioning) for athletes

e Support the Les Bleus Head Coach to devise and implement Game Plan and strategies
effectively for a variety of situations and opponents

e Within the squad develop required skills to deliver Game Plan and strategies
successfully

e Liaise with the Performance Director, Les Bleus Head Coach, and JNS Coaching Team in
